ASSEMBLY

STEP 1

When assembling the furniture, please utilise the outer cardboard packaging, where
possible, to protect the product and prevent damages to your furniture .
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Position the arm (C), onto the armless sofa
(B). Loosely secure using M6 x 35mm screws
(J), washers (1) and the allen key (K). Tighten
when all bolts are fitted.




STEP 2

Secure the sofa frame using the sofa clips (L). Align :
the sofas and secure them together by connecting the A1 ) A1

two inner parts of the frame. (Two people required).

Position the cushions onto the sofa. Ensure the
tapered back cushions are placed in the corner of the 5

STEP 4

Position the cushion onto the footstool.
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CARE & MAINTENANCE

Our range of Rattan Furniture is designed for continual outdoor use. The frame and
weatherproof synthetic weave ensures that you can leave it outside all year round
(excluding cushions).

CUSHION CARE

Whilst the cushions are showerproof, it is advised not to leave them out in the rain as this
can make them dirty. When the set is not in use, cushions should be stored in a cool, dry
place. Do not leave cushions on the furniture if it is not protected by a garden furniture
protective cover.

To avoid any stains on your cushion cases, clean up any spills immediately with a damp
cloth. If your cushions start to look dirty or marked, remove the cushion filling and hand-
wash the cushion case in warm, soapy water. Do not use bleach.

We all have a favourite chair, so it is important to keep all cushions in rotation to ensure
equal usage. Swapping cushions between seats will provide even wear on all cushions.



RATTAN CARE

Rattan furniture is so popular due to being very low maintenance. With this being said, it is
still strongly encouraged that you look after your furniture with the occasional upkeep.

At the start of the season, we recommend cleaning the rattan pieces with warm, soapy
water.

ASSEMBLY

STEP 1

When assembling the furniture, please utilise the outer cardboard packaging, where possible,
to protect the product and prevent damages to your furniture .
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Loosely secure the upper table base (B) to the
table top (A) using M6 x 35mm screws (E),
washers (F) and the allen key (G). Once secure
tighten all the bolts.




STEP 2

Secure the side panels (C) to the lower table base (B) by positioning the legs onto the lower
clips located on the inside of the frame and applying pressure downwards (Two people
required) and using M6 x35mm screws (E), washers (F) and the allen key (G). Once secure
tighten all the bolts.
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STEP 3
Secure the glass panel (D) onto the table top (A)
ensuring the suction cups are flat and securely holding
onto the table top (A). —_—— —— Xi
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Assembling of the table is now complete.



CARE & MAINTENANCE

Our range of Rattan Furniture is designed for continual outdoor use. The aluminium frame
and weatherproof synthetic weave ensures that you can leave it outside all year round
(excluding cushions).

GLASS CARE

Do not sit or stand on glass surface.

Do not use glass panel as chopping surface.

Do not strike glass panel with hard or pointed items.

Do not place very hot items on the glass surface unless adequate thick table mats are used to
protect the glass.

Always use place mats, coasters, and table cloths to help protect against dropped items and
scratches on the glass.

Never use abrasives to clean the glass. When cleaning glass panels use a damp cloth or
leather with washing up liquid or soft soap if necessary. Do not use washing powder or any
other abrasives substances.

We always recommend two people to lift the glass, and when cleaning the underside of the
glass.
